Cumberland Hills Subdivision Association Minutes
Annual Meeting May 6, 2008

I. Topic:  Welcome and Introductions

Discussion:  Paul Franklin welcomed all homeowners and introduced the current board members:  Marc Andren - VP, Susan Bowyer - Secretary, Kevin Smith - Treasurer, Martin Berthiaume, Marge Kelly and Beth Giles –

all members at large.

Action:  None necessary.

II. Topic:  Announcemnts & Updates

A. Treasurer’s Report - see attached report from Kevin Smith.  A second notice will be sent to all homeowners who owe dues of $200 or more.  If no financial arrangements are made a lien will be placed on their home.

B. The subdivision garage sale will be June 19, 20, and 21 from 8:00 a.m. until 5:00 p.m. approximately.  Marge Kelly offered balloons to homeowners to help identify homes participating in the sale.  The sale will be advertised in local papers and was moved back to June this year.  Better weather and less competition were cited.

C. Wilcox Brothers were given the contract to place irrigation to the island at the entrance on Cumberland.  Work will begin with the next two weeks.  They were awarded the bid after reviewing five competitors’ bids.

Linda Burton inquired if maintenance of the flowers and island is the responsibility of the board.  Following the installation of the irrigation system, the board will review further landscaping and maintenance of the area by a contractual agreement with non-homeowners.  Homeowners are welcome in the meantime to assist with weeding until the plans are finalized.

D. The Cumberland Hills Directory will be going to the printer within the week.  Martin Berthiaume has been overseeing this project.

E. Several areas of concrete within the subdivision will be repaired by the city this summer.  These areas have been identified by the city and are marked with orange spray paint.  We are exploring the possibility of adding speed humps on Cumberland.  Homeowners were encouraged to drive through Shadow woods Subdivision to experience the speed humps.

F. A sinkhole on 337 Torrent Ct was repaired by Affordable Plumbing for $455.

G. Homeowners who recently received a letter from Sunoco alerting them that trees will be removed along an easement presented their strong concerns.  The homes impacted by this action are along Cumberland on the west side, and Highsplint on the eastside.  A meeting of homeowners who would like to explore the issue, and take action was held after the meeting adjourned.  Those homeowners are:  Carolyn Wills, John Maffetone, Linda Burton, and Dale Jarosz.  These members will keep the board appraised of the issue.

H. Susan Bowyer will be sending out the next newsletter within the next two weeks.  

III. Topic:  Elected Representatives

Discussion:  Elected representatives were invited to attend our meeting.  Greg Hooper had a conflict with an existing city council meeting and could not attend.  Mike Webber our member at large sited that the city is looking at a five year projected revenue decline, and is trying to make the necessary cost cutting measures within the city’s budgets.  They are also exploring the issue of a city wide single trash hauler.  Marc Andren expressed support of the single trash hauler provided a tax deduction would accompany this action.

Action:  Further updates will follow.  The board thanked Mike Webber for his time and service to the community.

IV. Topic:  New Business

A. Paul Franklin and Marc Andren are leaving the board at the conclusion of  the  annual meeting.  The board greatly appreciates and acknowledged Paul Franklin and Marc Andren’s numerous contributions to the board.

Paul was given a plaque from the board along with a framed copy of a resolution for his years of service (see attached).  Paul will remain on call to oversee the completion of the irrigation system installation.

Emmett had informed the board via e-mail of his interest in serving.
