Meeting Minutes

February 10, 2009

I. Welcome & Introductions:  Present – Kevin Smith, Martin Berthiaume, Emmett  Yukon, Marge Kelly, Beth Giles, and Paul Franklin.  Excused

absence:  Susan Bowyer and Carolyn Wills.

Minutes from the January meeting were approved.

II. Announcements & Updates

A. Treasurer’s Report was given by Kevin Smith. The CD was rolled over with 

the current rate.  All expenses are up to date.  Kevin is depositing the dues payments to avoid any bank charges over the next three months.  

Paul Franklin inquired about the increase in dues.  Kevin Smith responded with his rationale and interpretation of the deed.   Attorneys have reviewed this document and have different interpretations.  Paul’s concern is that if taken to court, the board might be faulted.  A scanned copy of the complete deed is available on the website.  Paul also felt the board should have presented to the homeowner’s the need for the increase.  
Action:  Per Paul Franklin’s request, an explanation for the increase in dues will be placed in the April newsletter.  

III. Unfinished Business

A. The 2009 budget was reviewed.   The main difference from 2008 is a projected decrease in the collection rate of back dues.  The board also projects an increase in expenses for completion of the entry way, water usage, and park signs.  

B. A discussion of the retention ponds was also held.  Martin Berthiaume summarized his research thus far (as recorded in previous minutes) for the group.  Paul Franklin informed the group that Smith Plumbing had inspected the ponds in approximately 2000.  At that time the ponds were running unobstructed.  The ponds will be inspected periodically by board members.
No action is required at this time.

Action:  The board approved the 2009 budget.

C. The Annual General Meeting (AGM)  to be held at Alibi was approved; it will be held on May 12th.  

      Action:  Residents will be notified in the April Newsletter.

IV. Comments and Questions from Homeowners

            Paul Franklin informed the group that Paula Tutman of WDIV resides in       


      Cumberland Woods.  She has expressed an interest in reporting on the 


      Sunoco tree removal along the pipeline.  The board was concerned about the 


      integrity of any reports by the media and how they could negatively impact 


      the relationship/agreement with Sunoco and homeowners.  

      Action:  Beth Giles will pass this information onto Carolyn Wills for any 

      necessary follow-up.

V. New Business

Beth Giles noted that the potential cost of speed humps along Cumberland was not included in the 2009 budget.  Paul Franklin informed the group of a “cost sharing” program provided by the city.  This matter is of some urgency as board members are concerned about increased “cut through” traffic due to the construction of the traffic circle at Hamlin and Livernois.  

Action:  Emmett Yukon agreed to write a letter to city council members requesting  they respond to our concerns.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned.
