I. Welcome & Introductions:  Present – Carolyn Wills, Kevin Smith, Martin Berthiaume, Susan Bowyer, and Beth Giles.  Excused absence:  Marge Kelly,

Minutes from the December meeting were approved.

II. Announcements & Updates

The newsletter and dues notice were mailed out to homeowners on January 10th.  The holiday lights will be removed on Monday, January 19th by Light Visions.  

Kevin Smith reported that he received a check for $362 from a city escrow account established to install the irrigation system to the island.   He also reported that he has received a 2nd bill from Affordable Plumbing related to an irrigation issue with a home on Cold Iron.  AT&T was responsible for the work delay, causing Affordable to bill us for their time.  Martin Berthiaume agreed to follow-up with Affordable on this matter.  The reserve fund containing a 6th month CD will mature on February 7th.   Beth Giles and Kevin Smith will research other CD’s prior to the next meeting.  Unless there is a more favorable rate elsewhere, we will continue to invest with Comerica.

III. Comments & Questions from Homeowners

The board discussed an e-mail it received from Marc Andren regarding the dues notice.  The board will respond where needed to homeowners’ questions and comments re: the dues.  The board was in agreement that should a homeowner have a hardship preventing them from paying their dues, they can contact Kevin Smith to make payment arrangements.

IV. Unfinished Business

Susan Bowyer asked the group if they had any recommendations for the annual meeting, specifically the location/venue.  It was the group’s feeling that the meeting at Alibi was a good experience for all.  Susan will inquire with Alibi about the availability and pricing for our annual meeting.  The date of the annual meeting is set for May 12th.

V. New Business

The subdivision garage sale was held in mid to late June in 2008.  This gave residents more time to prepare and better chance for friendlier weather.  The group agreed with the timing of the garage sale, and set the date for 2009 for June 18, 19, & 20.  

As was discussed at previous meetings, the board has inquired with the city about placing several speed humps along Cumberland.  The subdivision would be responsible for the cost to install the humps.  Homeowners on both side of the road would have to agree to the humps if placed in front of their home.  Susan Bowyer will inquire with the traffic department for a second time regarding this matter.

VI. Other Business

Carolyn Wills has invited the Rochester Hills Fire Department Chief,

Ronald Crowell, to speak at an upcoming meeting regarding safety measures/precautions for homeowners whose trees will be removed by Sunoco this Spring.  Mr. Crowell has been very responsive and plans to be present during Sunoco’s tree removal process.
